YOUR EYES

“The beauty lies in the eyes
of the beholder”, they say.
But when it comes to ‘eye
health’, India ranks much low-
er in the list of countries in
the world. Due to Indian Gov-
ernment’s efforts as of 2019,
blindness and visual impair-
ment are reduced by 47% and
52% respectively. In Karna-
taka, there are about 9.3 lakh
blind persons. It is said that
most prevalent visual impair-
ment in India is due to Cata-
ract and it is easily curable.
But there is no awareness
among the people, especially
in rural area.

We conducted a free eye
health camp at Thimlapura, a
small village in Tiptur Taluk.
The camp was held with the
support of Shri Shivashankar,
an Eye specialist with 30 years
of experience. More than 50
people from the Thimlapura
and surrounding area were
examined and given necessary
treatment. Some, with serious
problems were referred to Eye
Clinics of Tiptur and Banga-
lore.
